Several bare areas on the golf course have
been repaired with new turf. Look for these
improvements during your next round of
golf. Also, “in house” bunker renovation
work has begun and will continue over the
next 5-6 weeks. Contaminated sand is being
removed, drains repaired and cleaned out, and
new sand placed in the bunkers. Conditions
on the golf course will continue to improve as
the irrigation system has been running full tilt,
the rain is helping, and the fer-
tigation system is now running
so we can mix liquid fertilizer
in the irrigation system. All of
these projects and changes
should result in better condi-
tions for our members and
guests. We have already noticed some im-
provements.
