“2”, one side “3”. 

Food Dice—four traditional dice, sides numbered 1 through 6.  

Casino Chips Dice—two traditional dice, even money odds bet.  For all 

rolls, BUY IN and RE -BUY, every $1 buys 1,000 in chips.  BUY IN:  Roll 2, 

3, or 12 and you win double your Buy In.  Roll 7 or 11 and win triple your 

Buy In.  All other numbers win even money Buy In.  RE-BUY:  While the 

Casino Tables are open, if you run out of chips or are just low on chips, 

each player is allowed 1 RE -BUY roll of the dice.  The rules on this roll are a little different 

though.  Roll 2, 3, or 12 win even money RE -BUY Chips.  Roll 7 or 11 and win double money RE

-BUY Chips.  Roll any other number, win only half the wager in RE -BUY Chips.
